Meeting Minutes

Highlights from the National Directors Meeting at Charlotte NC on August 14, 2006

The following recommendations from the Long-Radg®evelopment Committee Report were not
adopted:

1. To eliminate the position of Alternate Natiomatector effective, January 1, 2007



2. That term limits be established for people senas National Director and/or Temporary Delegédeting
January 2007.

3. At the direction of the Governing Board and dcilitate FMCA'’s Strategic Plan Goal Brganizational
Structure and Governance the following proposal governance plan be adapted

Effective July or August 2008, Board Of Area Remrtatives, which becomes the BAR, is recom-
mended to be: the National President, 10 NatiomabA/ice Presidents, 10 Area Senior Vice Presidamis
50 Chapter National Directors. There would als®Blex officio, non-voting members: National Seribce
President, National Secretary, and National TreasulThe BAR would be made up of 71 people. The BAR
would meet at summer conventions on Monday, beggqmduly/August 2009. The BAR’s responsibilities
would be: receive financial reports; approve dpaftigets; recommend Bylaw amendments; and apprdice po
cies and procedures (previously Governing Boardréygd Level). The Governing Board would receive VIP
seating at the BAR’s summer convention meetinge Gloverning Board would continue to have the follow
ing responsibilities: receive financial reportspegve final budget by mail ballot; approve Bylawemments
by mail ballot (2/3 vote required to approve); igeerecommended changes (tracked changes) to eokarid
procedures (previously GB approval Level, now BAppraval Level); and elect the four nationally eéett
officers by mail ballot (balloting to occur in Malne time frame starting in 2009. All Governing Bbac-
tions to be done by mail ballot.

There was much more listed, but the gist of tlmppsal, which was soundly defeated, was to eliminat
the National Directors authority/responsibilitiesdarestrict voting to mail ballots, This would elimate chap-
ter representation at convention meetings and niNéteonal Director’'s a rubber stamp to whatever BAR
would propose. | believe only 2 or 3 National @iggs voted yes.

They gmxe
eral pointers for interacting with the officials loéth countries to reduce the likelihood that weildaun afoul
of the immigration and agricultural restrictionshufth countries. So one of the bits of informatioey gave
us was about the prohibited entry of agriculturalducts, such as: You are not allowed to take awe(pitted
fruit), apples, meat or potatoes into Canada froashihgton state. Not a problem, except June ignaepr
month for cherries in Washington. Their cherry cvegs excellent that year so they were in plenstiply at
excellent prices at the many road side fruit staagi&e traveled to the caravan rendezvous poirttrdldy, all
four couples had taken full advantage and had kowghy pounds of cherries to enjoy as we traveled.



So, faced with the prohibited entry of our fraviat was the appropriate course of action? That'’s
right, we had to eat all those *()#& cherries sattthey wouldn’t be confiscated at the border! $eneto
this day the road leading from Ephrata, WA, to@amnadian border at Oliver, BC, is littered with wha
seems to be millions of cherry pits! As to the @ordrossing, sure enough, we were ready to cros<an-
ada! But let Steve and Leland’s experience tellstioey: As they were greeted by the Canadian custafiix
cial, Steve was asked if he could say what thep&3&n customs) were most concerned with. Of course
Steve promptly replied: “Cherries?” The officialmgaced and Steve knew right away that that wabe't
right answer and immediately gave the backup ansWwetatoes”? With a groan of exasperation thecafi
said, “no, no, no...it'ss U N 3" From that point on the crossing was uneventfulthe DI couples!

While on the subject of border crossings, the nmdaimous was crossing into Alaska from Dawson
City along the Top of the World Highway. (I didikhow until traveling this
highway that as a boy living on a small farm intkoliexas | actually lived at the
end of a highway. | always thought it was a ljtd€ country dirt farm road!) At
the travel briefing before leaving Dawson City, iINagonmaster again briefed
us on the dos and don’ts of what would be our bster crossing from Canada
into Alaska. Once again we were informed of theexely rigid restrictions on
taking food stuffs into Alaska from Canada. Of g®ymot knowing earlier of
these restrictions we had all stocked up on foddanada and, wouldn’t you
know it—most of the stuff we had stocked up on an@da was not to be al-
lowed to go with us to Alaska. Things such as pe&stmeat, eggs, fruit, etc. Once again we wefadth
the dilemma of discarding the groceries or, woksteg§lowing the customs and immigration officialstee
crossing to confiscate them. And of course, we lasiwthat they would simply take our food and enjoy it
themselves! So what to do, what to do???

(As an aside here, when leaving Dawson City, itis€ thing one has to do is line up for the feoy t
take you across the Yukon River. With 23 rigs teetacross, the Wagonmaster had to get everyomeein |
early—like at 5:30 AM! And as the Foersters, Kolsnand Mertz’s will attest, the probability of get
Marlene and | up and in line for a ferry crossinghat time of morning was roughly equivalent te firob-
ability of it being pitch black in Dawson City abon during the summer! In other words—we werenihgo
to do no such thing! So an alternative was offe@ass the Yukon on the ferry the night before gndo a
place about eleven miles up the road where we ainyildamp overnight and wait for the others to lcatp
the next morning. So this is what “The Discoverp@” did, as did one or two other couples fromdaea-
van.)
